2Vanity of vanities, says the Preacher,

wisdom all that is done under heaven. It is an unhappy business that God has given to the children of man to be busy 

with.

 18I hated all my toil in which I toil under the sun, seeing that I must leave it to the man who will come after me, 19and 

who knows whether he will be wise or a fool?
